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About the Moonraker
The Moonraker was the region’s most successful evening event with over 350 runners taking part.  Having taken a break for a few years, the event has now been revived with a view to it becoming an annual event.  This year the Moonraker will be run on Sunday 13th July 2014; the 10K starting at 5pm and the 5K ten minutes later.  The main 10Km run is a serious trail race for all abilities that drew many premier athletes to the venue whilst the 5Km fun run embraced the atmosphere and proved to be very popular.  It is a real village event with registration at the local pub and the start and finish on the Village Green.  The course covers many of the village roads and byways.  After the event relax with the hospitality provided to everyone by the Lamb Inn.

The event will be run under UKA rules; proof of affiliation may be required at registration.

The Route
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10Km Trail Run

Much of the course is firm running on tarmac roads or tracks.  The course starts at the Green and progresses through the village, passing the Pond, Foxley Fields and The Bottom.  The route then stretches out of the village towards Potterne Wick, passing under the railway line and then onto track and an excursion up the Folly.  Once breath is caught, you will then complete a circuit of the beautiful Oakfrith Wood before returning to the village and finishing at the Green.
5Km Fun Run

The Fun Run is an ideal event for the novice.  It covers the same route as the 10Km initially but misses out the Folly to return to finish at the Upper Green.
Each route will have:
· A well marked course

· Outriders and Static Marshalls

· Drink Stations at the Start/Finish and 3.5/7Km point

· First Aid on standby

· Prizes for category winners (junior/senior/veteran male/female) and best village runners

· Provisional results on the day
